Welcome  
 

Clergy and choir gather at the back of church 

and sing the Introit ’This joyful Eastertide’. The congregation turn to face the back 

of Church and as we lit the Easter light at our Dawn Service this morning so we 

now welcome the light back into the Church. 
 

 Christ yesterday and today 
All the beginning and the end, 
 

 Alpha and Omega all time belongs to him, and all ages: 

All to him be glory and power, through every age and for  

 ever.  Amen. 
 

The Easter candle is brought into Church 
 

 Alleluia.  Christ is risen. 

All He is risen indeed, Alleluia, alleluia, alleluia! (Repeat 3 times 

 getting louder each time) 
 

 This is the day when our Lord Jesus Christ was raised gloriously from
 the dead, crushing the power of sin and destroying the sting of  death. 

 Throughout the world Christians celebrate the mighty power of God 

 as Christ calls us out of darkness to share in his marvellous light.  May 

 we, and all Christ’s people, shine as lights in the world to the glory of 

 God the Father. 
 

The Easter candle is lifted high 
 

 The light of Christ. 

All Thanks be to God. 
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During the hymn the Easter Candle is processed down the aisle and people at the 

ends of the row light their candles from it and pass the Easter light along the row.

The stone is rolled away from the entrance to the tomb 
 

 Bless, O Lord, this Easter Garden, grant that all who see this 
 Garden may be strengthened in faith, and rejoice in the knowledge 

 of Christ’s risen life and of his eternal victory; for he is alive and 

 reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.
